To address all residual UXO contamination and some 

ammunitions storages, Government of Guinea-Bissau started 

administrative arrangement to transfer CAAMI   within the 

National Service of Civil Protection (NSCP) which will start to 

operate in January 2012.

It’s mean that NSCP will continue to follow CCW and CCM 

conventions.

PERSPECTIVES AND CHALLENGES



Guinea Bissau, under CAAMI coordination, continues the fight

against landmines using manual clearance method only, which

makes clearance slow and difficult.

The capacity in place for manual clearance has been

significantly reduced in th last two years, due to fund shortage.

But, fortunately we start to receive some

funding from our Donors and Friends ( UNMAS, Germany and

Australia), those funds will allow us to achieve our goal

within the time frame.
