The
marking shall at least be to the standards set out in the Protocol on Prohibitions or Restrictions on the Use of Mines, Booby-Traps
and Other Devices, as amended on 3 May 1996, annexed to the Convention on Prohibitions or Restrictions on the Use of Certain
Conventional Weapons Which May Be Deemed to Be Excessively Injurious or to Have Indiscriminate Effects".

a. Tripwires and tripwire devices have been removed from Danish Claymore Mines and subsequently replaced by electric
detonators or non-electric initiation systems, whereby the mines only can be activated on command.

b. The small Danish stock of APM is intended for demonstration and training purpose.

- A demonstration of the effect of APM is given all recruits during the training.

- During training of Engineer units for international tasks, Instructors in mine awareness are trained to handle APM.
- During training of Ammunition Clearing Units APM are used for training in ammunition dismantling.

- APM is not used for the purpose of training in mine laying.
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
